●​ Able to pass a background check. 

Physical Requirements: 

●​ The coach must be able to talk, hear, stand, sit, and/or walk for extended periods of time. 
●​ Must be able to work in an indoor/gym environment with some exposure to extreme 

temperatures. 
●​ Must be able to stoop, kneel, bend, reach, and pick up or move objects weighing up to 50 pounds 

and possess normal manual dexterity and hand-eye coordination.
